1.  CALL TO ORDER

Vice-President Kraemer called the regular meeting of the Board of Managers of the Lower Minnesota River Watershed District to order at 7:06 PM on Wednesday, June 20, 2007, in the City of Chaska Council Chambers, Chaska, Minnesota.

3.  APPROVAL OF MEETING AGENDA
Mr. Schwalbe requested item 8.a. Terry Schwalbe Review be removed from the agenda 

and placed on the July 18, 2007 agenda. Manager Francis had sent an email today 

indicating he was ready for the review for the next meeting. It was moved and seconded 
to approve the meeting agenda as amended.  VOTE:  Ayes 3; Nays 0.
4.  CONSENT AGENDA

Vice-President Kraemer said he was present at the May 2007 meeting and he isn’t listed as present in the minutes.

It was moved and seconded to approve the May 2007 Regular minutes as amended,  the June 7, 2007 Preliminary 2008 Budget meeting minutes, May 2007 Treasurer’s Report and payment of bills. VOTE: 3 ayes; 0 nays.

6.   APPROVAL OF MAY 2007 REGULAR BOARD MINUTES, JUNE 2007 PRELIMINARY 2008 BUDGET MEETING MINUTES, MAY 2007 TREASURER’S REPORT AND PAYMENT OF BILLS
All items were approved under the Consent Agenda.  The regular minutes of May 2007 were amended to correctly place Vice-President Kraemer present at the meeting.

8.  PRESENTATIONS FOR BOARD ACTION
a.  Terry Schwalbe review
Postponed to the July 18, 2007 meeting
b.  Shafer Contracting Company leased construction staging area on MAC property request for a permit

Scott Spisak from Shafer Contracting described the area for staging for the Crosstown 62 project as being located in the southeast corner of the intersection of 66th and Cedar Avenue just south of the MN/Dot facility.  It’s approximately a 10 acre parcel and has been used in the past for staging.  They have a lease with MAC for staging.
Mr. Schwalbe directed the board to the draft permit letter in their packets.  Manager Samstad said that the word “all” needs to be inserted into number four between the words “of” and “the” so that it reads  … “copies of all of the signed appropriate required permits are received at the District office”.

Mr. Schwalbe said to Mr. Spisak that he would make the correction and fax the permit letter on June 21, 2007 and put a hard copy in the mail that day as well.

It was moved and seconded to approve the project for Shafer Contracting to stage their equipment and materials on the leased MAC property located in the southeast corner of the intersection of 66th and Cedar Avenue and authorized Mr. Schwalbe to release the amended permit letter #1-062007 to Shafer Contracting.  VOTE:  Ayes 3; Nays 0.

11.   ADMINISTRATOR REPORT
a.  Seminary Fen/Assumption Creek update

Mr. Schwalbe told the board that President Kremer has been in touch with Lee Markell at the DNR and the DNR would like to wait to meet with the District until after the appraisal.  President Kremer is handling the meeting setup.

Mr. Schwalbe said in a side note that he had just received the MNDOT’s EIS for the T.H. 41 River Crossing.  He has sent it to Bonestroo to review and comment to the board at the July 18, 2007 meeting.
Manager Samstad requested a copy to review.  Mr. Schwalbe said he will deliver his copy to him.
b. Update on dredge sites
Mr. Schwalbe said that all three quotes are in and all are over $25,000 and recommends the District just do the access road now which will keep us under $25,000.  Mr. Malkerson indicated that as long as the contractor is down there we should spend hourly rate to scrape the land under Statute 25 and keep it under $25,000.

After further discussion it was moved and seconded to authorize Mr. Schwalbe to proceed to get the road in place and do appropriate grading up to $24,999 on an hourly rate.  VOTE:  Ayes 3; Nays 0.
Mr. Schwalbe said he heard from Senator Coleman’s aide.  He asked what the concern is all about because he had talked to the commodities people and said nothing.  Mr. Schwalbe said he had a long discussion with the aide and the aide then said he will get back to Mr. Schwalbe. Mr. Schwalbe will contact the aide if he doesn’t hear from him in the near future.  Mr. Schwalbe was invited to speak at the UMWA meeting tomorrow about the lack of dredge funding this year.
Senator Coleman’s office is the only one heard from.  The board directed Mr. Schwalbe to again contact Senator Klobachar’s office on this issue.

c. Gully Inventory update

Mr. Schwalbe directed the board to the three cities (Bloomington Eden Prairie and Carver) proposals in their packet. Eden Prairie is awarding their quote to SRF.  Mr. Schwalbe said he will meet with the City of Carver before the next budget meeting to get more details on their erosion location. 
Also, Mr. Schwalbe said he will call Lori Haak at Chanhassen to see how she is progressing.

d.  Assessment update

Mr. Schwalbe met with Mr. Malkerson last week to review both their gathered information and have a draft put together.  They will be ready at the next meeting to give a recommendation on the assessment roll and the budget.  
Vice-President Kraemer inquired about assessing NSP.  Mr. Malkerson said they can’t at this time because there is no use and no economic basis.  We are only proposing a two-three year assessment now and if somebody comes on line in the future we can assess them at that time.

e.  Set July 2007 second workshop for 2008 budget
The board postponed setting a date to meet until the full board is present noting that Manager Francis will not be at the next board meeting.
