Mr. Schwalbe reviewed the draft budget and budget proposals from other entities with the board.  The following were outcomes:

Administrative Budget

1. Web Site:  Contact Mr. Zeck and have him submit a more detailed proposal.

509 Plan Projects Budget

1.  # 10-502 Assumption Creek $29,697.28

Leave in the budget until we determine if MN/Dot will be producing a management plan.

2.  #10-509 TMDL $15,000

Remove from the budget.

3.  #10-511 Trout Streams 2 & 4:  $7,000

Contact Rich Brasch and have him give the District more detailed proposal and refined costs.

4.  #10-514 Potential Projects:  $50,000

Remove the words “(floodplain projects)” from the description in the budget line.

5.  #10-527 Groundwater Monitoring:  $100,000

Add the word “Program” after the word “Monitoring”

Under the main heading add the words “Savage Fen” with two sub-headings “Well Installation” and “Monitoring” directly underneath.

Under the main heading add the words “Seminary Fen” with two sub-headings “Well Installation” and “Monitoring” directly underneath.

Have Rich Brasch further refine the costs for the board formatted on the above.
Cooperative Projects

1.  #10-220 Gully Erosion Inventory:  $12,500

Get a proposal from either Hennepin County Environmental Services (Joel Settles) or from the Conservation Reserve Corp Metro Section to conduct the erosion inventory for Eden Prairie, Bloomington and Chanhassen areas (north side of Minnesota River).  Will probably be a 50/50 cost share.

2. #10-230 Greenbelt Acquisition:  $250,000

Remove $100,000 from the budget.  New budget line item will be $150,000.

3. # 10-240 Rainwater Garden:  $30,000

Contact USFWS and find out if they are committed to this project and if so, when the project is expected to be completed.

Watershed Assistance Fund

1. #60-600 Watershed Assistance Fund

Remove $15,000 from the budget for the P8 model.

Contact the City of Burnsville and find out if they are committed to completing the bank stabilization at the east end of Black Dog Road and what they propose, where, how, costs involved and cost-share.

2006 Proposed Projects From Other Entities

1.  City of Bloomington Minnesota River Valley Washout and Lyndale Avenue Board Landing:  $100,000
The board placed $35,000 into the budget and directed staff to send a letter stating we need further details about the proposed project before we commit the funds.
2.  City of Carver Spring Creek Restoration:  $136,400 (developer proposed costs)

Mr. Schwalbe said before the board commits funds based on developer proposed costs for this project, he will contact the city’s engineer, Dan Boim, to determine if these are more realistic costs and, if not, have Mr. Boim submit a new cost proposal.

3.  Met Council Nutrient and Sediment Research on the Lower Minnesota River: $55,600

Requested

Manager Samstad said we should find out the specific value of this research to us and how we could use this information before we budget dollars.  President Kremer said he is interested in what Met Council is doing in this project and, of course, the results would be helpful to us.  Staff will contact Met Council and report to the board.

4.  LMRWD (BRAA proposal) District’s In-Lake Treatment Screening: $15,000-$17,000
Board directed staff to contact Rich Brasch and get more details about the proposal (in-flows, out-flows, etc.).  The board determined not to budget funds in the 2006 budget.  If deemed a good project, can use the Contingency Fund.
