The minutes of September 21, 2005 were approved under the Consent Agenda.

OPEN FORUM

7.
PRESENTATIONS 
a.  Huber Park Final Grading Plan, Mark Themig, Stuart Krahn

Mr. Themig and Mr. Krahn gave an overview of the entire project and reviewed the final grading plan with the board.  The board held a discussion on the project.
It was moved and seconded to approve the final grading plan presented by the City of Shakopee for Huber Park.  VOTE:  Ayes 5; Nays 0.
8.  PRESENTATIONS FOR BOARD ACTION

a.  MPCA Lower MN River Dissolved Oxygen, TMDL Implementation Plan

The board discussed the MPCA report.  The schedule for reduction of phosphorus is not aggressive enough.  President Kremer will draft a letter to the Governor with copies to the MPCA Director and EPA  for the next meeting.

9.  ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT

a.  Draft Bylaws Discussion

Attorney Malkerson emailed today minor changes to the draft bylaws to the board and staff.  Those comments will be incorporated and this item put on next months’ agenda for action.

b.  Approval of lease for new offices at 1600 Bavaria Road, Chaska MN 55318

Attorney Malkerson had reviewed the lease agreement and has made changes to items 3, 10, 13 and 16.  He will communicate those changes to Mr. Schwalbe.
It was moved and seconded to approve the lease agreement with Attorney Malkerson’s changes and authorize Mr. Schwalbe to sign check for pro-rata share of November 2005 rent.  VOTE:  Ayes 5; Nays 0.

Mr. Schwalbe noted that the District owns hardly any furniture as Scott County has let the District use their old furniture.  The estimated cost for furniture for the new office will be $5,500.

c.  T.H. 212/Charlson Road erosion control measures

Mr. Schwalbe reviewed the letters from S.M. Hentges and Sons, Inc. and the City of Eden Prairie in light of the two day rain event that caused the need for remedial efforts.

The board requested Mr. Schwalbe write another letter to Eden Prairie with a copy to the MPCA regarding the stormwater runoff  at this site and a letter to MNDot requesting a schedule for permanent repair to T.H. 212 with a copy to the MPCA.
The board expects a reply to Mr. Schwalbe’s letters by the November board meeting.
e.  T.H. 41 Fen Study meeting 9/20/05

Mr. Schwalbe reviewed the minutes of the 9/20/05 meeting and indicated he had a site visit with Jeannette Leete, Peterson Environmental, Ray Oulo, Barr Engineering on the installation of wells.  Ms. Leete approved the proposed well locations.

Mr. Schwalbe stated he had not heard from Mr. Djumpstrom, Scientific and Natural Areas at the DNR.  Mr. Schwalbe will forward a copy of the letter to the board.

f. Seminary Fen Arial Photos

Mr. Schwalbe directed the board to the fen aerial photos in their board packets.

10.  DISTRICT ATTORNEY REPORT-Bruce Malkerson

a.  Update on Cargill Dredge Material Site Purchase

Mr. Malkerson indicated he has been told by Cargill that their legal department’s comments will be back to him by mid-week next week.

b.  Update on Private Dredge Site Legislation

After sending out letters to Jim Rhodes and Senator McGinn and Representative Beard he only received a response from Jim Rhodes to date.

The board requested Mr. Schwalbe send UMWA a copy of the legislation.
It was moved and seconded to authorize Mr. Schwalbe to take the lead and Mr. Malkerson to assist as necessary in lobbying this legislation until potential issues become too large to handle.  VOTE: Ayes 5; Nays 0.

This item is to be a monthly update agenda item for the board.

11.  UPCOMING MEETINGS/TOURS/EVENTS

Mr. Schwalbe reviewed with the board all the upcoming meetings.

12.  TREASURER’S REPORT – Larry Samstad

The approval of bills for payment and the September 2005 Treasurer’s Report were approved under the Consent Agenda.

13.  OLD BUSINESS

Manager Samstad requested monthly BRAA and attorney reports.

Mr. Schwalbe stated he had a site meeting on the Minnesota River with Steve Tapp and Lisa Lund of the USACOE.  Ms. Lund is taking over a lot of Mr. Tapp’s work in designing the Cargill dredge site.

Mr. Schwalbe stated he had a site meeting at the potential #494 dredge site with five MNDot staff personnel.  The minutes of that meeting came today and he will forward to the board.

The board requested the minutes be forwarded to the legislators and Mr. Rhodes.

14.  NEW BUSINESS

a.  Citizen Advisory Committee formation process

This item was briefly discussed.  The board requested that it be on the next two agendas for further discussion and requested staff to seek information from the other watershed district in regards to the roles of other citizen advisory committees by the next board meeting.

It was noted the Nine Mile Creek Watershed District has senior students on their board and that National Honor Society and Science students would make good members of a CAC.

President Kremer mentioned that Russ Strauss, the Education Coordinator of BWSR is directing a group preparing water quality education materials and TV ads on water quality and requested this item be on next months’ agenda.
